Introduction to DV camera and basic editing techniques.

Due Monday, January 22nd, 2007

Project requirements:

Produce a 1- 1:30 minute sequence using an assemblage of clips. Output video to as QuickTime movie and DVD. 

1. Record scenes of your choice using a DV camera. These sequences should be short and concise. Try to plan your shots in advance. This will be a big time saver when it comes to the editing process.

2. Acquire video from another source such as achive.org. 

3. Remove audio track from original video sources.

4. Use a minimum of three scene transitions.

5. Experiment with filters.

6. Import some still frame images. Use your own or import google images. Use at least two. 

7. Import sound from another source such as iTunes, the free sound project (http://freesound.iua.upf.edu/ ) iMovie effects,  or create your own sound using the DV camera as your recording devise. 

8. Compile your video, still images and sound files into a Final Cut Pro timeline. From here you, will edit your piece together.

9. When you’re happy with your creation, export your sequence to QuickTime Movie. 

10. Import the QuickTime file into iDVD and burn a copy. You’re done. 

Grading and other info:

The  purpose of this project is to introduce how to get multiple sources into an editing program, manipulate those sources, and then output the final result to create a QuickTime movie and dvd.  It’s your narrative, what you choose is up to you. Have fun with this. I will be grading on the criteria listed above….meaning how well you fulfill each of  the project requirements. We will view your finished work in class on the day it’s due.
