Time Based Media

Project 3: Monologue/Sound

Due: Monday March 19, 2007
Requirements:

1.Produce a 3-minute monologue/sound video piece.  Your monologue may be autobiographical or a story or combination of stories. The choice is yours, but the piece must include your own writing. You can be personal, political, conceptual. You can construct an environment, use costumes, lighting, props, whatever you need. 

2. Include in the piece other sound elements that help establish the mood or environment you are expressing. You can record these other sounds yourself or you can download them from sources like freesound project. You may wish to mix the sound elements in a program such as Audacity, or Garage Band. 

Hints and things to think about.

a. Start writing. Use tools such as idea mapping and free association to get started. Think about authors you like, think about poetry, music, the sound your washing machine makes, or a letter you received in the mail, make up stuff, become a persona, anything.  Just write. 

b. Once you have a direction in your writing, now think about images. What images work with the words and sounds you’ve constructed? You are not required to use moving images (video) in this piece. You might decide that still images (slideshow style) work best. You may use some (NOT ALL) appropriated images or video but I want to see your own work as well. And…. if you use appropriated images be ready to back up your reasons for using them. 

c. Do Not make a music video. I do not want to see your visual interpretation of someone else’s writing. I also don’t want music or lyrics to a song to be the dominating descriptive device in your piece. You can use music as one layer among several but remember the focus of this project is your writing, it’s your voice and sounds and visuals that bring it to life. 

d. It’s likely this piece will include your own voice narrating over your images but you may choose to have someone else narrate your writing if that is what the piece calls for. 

e. We will be looking at artists in class and I’m including a list of artists you may want to look up for more ideas.
