A Collegiate Challenge is an alternative break trip with Habitat for Humanity.  UF Habitat has organized six trips in the past three years, and we will have three during this spring break.  During a Collegiate Challenge, a group of volunteers will travel to another Habitat affiliate, live as a group in housing provided by the affiliate, and work at the construction site during the entire week.
Requirements: 

-A valid U.S. id (i.e. Driver’s License, ID Card, green card, visa, etc.)

UF Habitat will send three Collegiate Challenge trips to different locations this spring break, March 7-14, 2010.  Each trip will have 8-10 participants.  Two of them will go to the gulf coast near hurricane affected areas and the third location will be somewhere in Florida.  There is a lot of organization required to coordinate these trips, and every trip must have a leader designated as being in charge while on the trip.
Trip Leaders:

These trip leaders will be in charge of the group during the entire week of spring break from the moment you leave campus until the moment you return.  Trip leaders are responsible for making sure the group arrives to builds on time, making social events on the trip happen, and they must sort out any problems while on the trip.  The Trip Leader must also own a credit/debit card which they can use to cover trip expenses to be reimbursed later.  They are the liaisons between the participants, the Habitat affiliate you are visiting, and the organization providing housing (which might be a church or something and not Habitat).
