A Collegiate Challenge is an alternative break trip with Habitat for Humanity.  UF Habitat has organized six trips in the past three years, and we will have three during this spring break.  During a Collegiate Challenge, a group of volunteers will travel to another Habitat affiliate, live as a group in housing provided by the affiliate, and work at the construction site during the entire week.
Requirements: 

-A valid U.S. id (i.e. Driver’s License, ID Card, green card, visa, etc.) 

Please read this application in its entirety before filling it out and sending it in.  Answer questions with as much detail as you would like.
UF Habitat will send three Collegiate Challenge trips to different locations this spring break, March 7-14, 2010.  Each trip will have 8-10 participants.  Two of them will go to the gulf coast near hurricane affected areas and the third location will be somewhere in Florida.  There is a lot of organization required to coordinate these trips, and every trip must have a leader designated as being in charge while on the trip.
Collegiate Challenge Trainee:

This is a purely administrative role.  The Collegiate Challenge trainee will assist in the completion of all the paperwork for the trips, collection of the proper information from the participants, and aid in making the necessary phone calls.  This person will also be assisting the Collegiate Challenge Organizer in finding possible social activities the different groups can do while on the trip, whether it’s going to a museum, some other tourist attraction, or a famous restaurant.  A ColChal Trainee can also be the leader of one of the three trips if they apply for both roles, but they are not required to be the leader.  It’s recommended that this person goes on one of the three trips as a participant.
