Collegiate Challenge Application

A Collegiate Challenge is a Habitat run program where groups of young volunteers travel to a different Habitat affiliate and stay for a week generally building Monday-Friday.  The idea is to be able to experience volunteering somewhere you might not ordinarily go, make a difference there, and bring something back to your community while meeting a bunch of other amazing people in the process.  Our club, UF Habitat, took its first trip to East. St. Tammany, Louisiana in May 2007 after spring finals.  The club has taken five more trips to the Gulf Coast and South Carolina since then, and we are currently planning three more.

Thanks for your interest in this year’s Collegiate Challenge.  There are currently three trips planned for spring break to New Orleans (LA), The Florida Keys (FL), and Bay St. Louis (MS) seating 10 people each. 
Collegiate Challenges can be subsidized by club funds, but each member of the trip will be required to donate $100 - $150 depending on the affiliate.  If chosen for a trip you will be notified of the total amount you are requested to submit as soon as we know the total.

Please answer these questions honestly, but feel free to make your responses as serious or entertaining as you want them to be.  Participants will be chosen based on how much time you have put into the club since you started volunteering with us, which site you would like to build at, and how much you want to go on the trip.  The amount of time you have put into the club includes meetings, builds, socials, helping at education events, and fundraisers.  Construction skills and your own set of tools will come in handy but they are definitely not requirements.
