This past week, I received the gearboxes in the mail.  I assembled one of them and built a prototype of the drive train to ensure it works.  With the main components in, I have finished the design for the platform and will build much of it this weekend. 
I also connected sonar to the AtMega and tested it out; it works fine.  I have written a little loop that will produce a number corresponding to the distance the module is away from an object.
