Objective:  Using a website, students will be able to identify planets within the solar system that have magnetic fields with 90% 


accuracy.





Assessment: Students will be asked to choose the link or links from websites that discuss background information about magnets.  Students will be asked to print out work/progress to show that they are on task researching the planets that have magnetic fields.  Students will be required to work in cooperative groups and will be assessed through alternative means such as teacher observations and oral questioning.  Students can  also write about the Earth’s magnetic field and how it affects their daily lives.
