LESSON ONE: FTP

1. Log in to a machine, in the future the login info will be your gatorlink account, but for now use:

a. USERNAME: student

b. PASSWORD: apple

2. Open a web browser and establish a connection to the internet (use your gatorlink username and password).

3. Open the program called “Fetch”. The icon in the dock is a dog, or look in the “programs” folder. If Fetch is not installed, move on to step 4.

a. Click FILE > NEW CONNECTION

i. HOSTNAME: plaza.ufl.edu

ii. USER ID: gatorlink id
iii. PASSWORD: gatorlink password
4. Open DreamWeaver. Up top click SITE > MANAGE SITES > NEW SITE:

a. Click “advanced” and then select “remote info” from the left side 

i. For access select FTP

ii. FTP HOST: plaza.ufl.edu

iii. LOGIN: gatorlink id
iv. PASSWORD: gatorlink password
5. Once connected to your web space, create a folder, name it and upload an image file.

6. Show either instructor the image in a browser (live on the internet).
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
