WIFT Project: Illustrator Applications

Vector Drawing & Composition

This project will include tracing 3 or more images in adobe illustrator (6 maximum) and then arranging the images in a composition. The images can be drawn simply as silhouettes or be rendered in great detail. Save your images that you traced incase you are asked to show where your drawings originated.

The goal of this project is to develop the basic knowledge and skills of drawing with the pen tool.   

Facts about vector-based art:

Vector art consists of creating paths and points in a program such as Illustrator

Illustrator keeps track of the relationships between these points and paths so they can be later moved and/or adjusted

Vector images drawn in illustrator will not distort unlike raster-based software (Photoshop) 

Project Specifications:

1. You should create your file in the default illustrator format of 8.5 x 11 (Vertical) 

2. Trace 3 or more images in adobe illustrator (6 maximum) and then arrange the images in a composition. The images can be drawn simply as silhouettes or be rendered in great detail. Save your images that you traced incase you are asked to show where your drawings originated.

3. Use at least 3 colors in your composition, which includes a possible background color

Since we only have one class session to work with the illustrator software it is recommended that you view and experiment with the lesson resources at Lynda.com. There is a section specific in how to use the pen tool as well as the other components of illustrator software.
