Requirements 

project page count:  minimum 8 pages, with an additional sitemap page

the opening page of your website should be named index 

the sitemap page should be named sitemap
after that, you’re on your own. . .you can place as many pages as you wish

index page content:

page heading constructed in photoshop or illustrator, .jpg file

name and personal content information [none of which is required to be the truth]

an email link to your email account [that should be legitimate—we will test that link]

at least one active link to the next page[s]

information regarding the content of the website, or a link to a page with this information

other pages:  minimum content

minimum 12 of your own .jpg images, 72 dpi/ppi and maximum size 4x6 inches

[format is up to you, measurement as well]  store images on your plaza account

two constructed images that are 1.5inches x 3.5 inches, 72dpi to act as links, rollover, hot button

background/page modifications: background color or image, text selection, font size and color, link font size and color, activated link

each page should have a link to the next page [your choice] and to the index page [home]

at least 8 links to other websites, one of them should be the following: http://plaza.ufl.edu/higj/wiftindex.htm 

one .swf file, constructed in flash

one .mov file [could be a slideshow constructed in iMovie, or a flash movie, or mp4, or a soundfile/.aiff or .wav as well as a short movie—be sure it is exported for web or web/streaming]

one .pdf file [both photoshop and illustrator can be exported this way]

navigation links on each page  [home  --and other necessary links]

minimum 3 hot button links

section headings/pages.  make headings appropriate to your webpage/design/art

upload pages to your plaza.ufl.edu/student page through dreamweaver ftp file.

Be sure all dependent files are uploaded to the site as well.  Test the site periodically to make certain that it is functioning correctly. That would be a point of evaluation; accessing your work.

Don’t forget to consult Lynda.com for advanced information or for parts you either need assistance on/with or don’t know well.  You should have time to develop some work in the other programs we have covered while completing this project.  You should use your class time in this manner.  Develop your work and take the opportunity in the lab and in the practice of learning the technology, or of advancing what you know.
