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Sunshine State Standard: Benchmark SS.A.4.1.3: The student knows the history of American symbols (e.g., the eagle, the Liberty Bell, George Washington as the “father of our country,” and the American flag).


Objective: Students will demonstrate their knowledge of American symbols by creating a Powerpoint presentation naming and explaining at least five symbols.


Assessment: Grading will be based on a rubric: completion of the Powerpoint presentation and accuracy of content.

Created in 1999, he/she created the site with the purpose of sharing history of America, its holidays, symbols, etc. to children ages 12 and up.  The homepage notes the last update was made March 24, 2006.  This specific link is about numerous American symbols and the history and meaning behind them, including Arlington Cemetery, the Liberty Bell, the Start Spangled Banner, Uncle Sam, Yankee Doodle, and more.  The reliability of the site is questionable because there is no know author or scholarly affiliation with the website, but “Brownielocks” does document the sources used for research on the content.  The pictures, animation, and music make the site aesthetically pleasing and the text was a well-written and easy-to-understand breakdown of many American symbols.
