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This past week I have gotten the LCD to work and display any information I wish. I had to rewire the LED’s for the backlight of the LCD. I cannot believe that they had it wrong! Anyways, I also interfaced my Sharp 31” trigger sensors to my Atmel and can control multiple outputs depending on the readings. I am currently working on an “if then” state machine that I can code for obstacle avoidance. I have also gotten the water pump to work and spray water out of my barrel. I am not impressed with the water pressure, so I am experimenting with a few nozzles, voltages, and motors. I tried running the motors through standard mosfets but that did not seem to work too well, so I ordering h-bridge motors drivers.
