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WELL PERMITTING INFORMATION

The South Florida Water Management District has delegated authority to the Health Department to implement and administer the program for regulation of water well construction standards for all wells in Hendry County unless these wells are within Chapter 62- 524, FAC, and delineated area

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS
1. All domestic (private), irrigation, monitoring, public supply, and limited use wells (including well abandonment) require a permit issued by the HCHD prior to installation. In addition to the Health Department permit requirements all commercial irrigation, agricultural, public supply, and limited use wells will also require a General Water Use Permit (SFWMD permit). General Water Use Permits require a fee and are obtained from the South Florida Water Management District.

2. Applications are available at the HCHD and must be completely filled out when applying for a permit. If an item does not apply, mark N/A (Not Applicable). Well contractor and property owner, and /or agent’s signature must be on the well application.

3. Installation of wells without an approved permit is considered a violation of the Florida Administrative Codes (FAC) and subject to fines up to $250.00 per violation.

4. Well installations associated with new construction permits will be inspected as part of the septic system (OSTDS) inspection. Please remember to include the septic system (OSTDS) permit number on the well application along with other documents associated with the well.

5. Well permits must be on site during construction at all times.

6. On-site inspections are required for all well installations and well abandonment to witness grouting. If the approximate grouting time called in will not be met, a re-inspection fee will be charged if you fail to notify this office at least 45 minutes prior to the initial grouting time called in.
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
