Hardware Competition

The hardware competition is the most popular event of SoutheastCon, and also the most competitive. This
year the objective is to design and build a robot to autonomously locate, collect, and return cubes to a home
base. Only a limited number of cubes can be collected, and their point values are determined by their color
and numbers encoded on attached RFID tags. Early rounds are timed trials for seeding purposes, whereas the
playoffs occur head-to-head against other robots.
