Fourth Response Post Assignment

UNLESS you pick Prompt #3 or Prompt #4, your Response Post must touch on at least one of the following:

Hamlet

Hamletmachine

The Lion King

Hamlet 2000

Prompt #1: Compare and contrast Shakespeare's Hamlet with a Hamlet adaptation or derivation. This adaptation can  be one that we read/viewed in class (The Lion King, Hamletmachine, Hamlet 2000, the excerpts from Huckleberry Finn and Great Expectations found in the “Performances and Interpretations” section of your Longman Cultural edition), or one that you find outside of class. The “adaptation” or “derivation” in this moment can be as simple as a re-contextualized quote, a re-imagined character or a fictional performance of a Hamlet scene.

Prompt #2: Write your own adaptation of Hamlet, or a scene from Hamlet, that imagines how the story would function differently in the electronic age. Was Hamlet sexting Ophelia inappropriately (instead of sending love letters)? Did the King order Hamlet's execution via email? Is the entire story being told through Hamlet's blog/facebook page/Twitter feed/LJ account? Be as creative as you like (but keep it clean!).  

NOTE: If you pick Prompt #3 or #4, you will NOT be required to discuss Hamlet in your post, though you are still welcome to do so.

Prompt # 3: Browse through the Shakespeare-themed blogs listed here: http://education-portal.com/articles/Get_into_Shakespeare_10_Top_Shakespeare_Blogs.html and record your reactions.

Prompt #4: Free-write on what you have learned in our class so far and what you would like to get out of it in the future. You may want to start conceptualizing your final projects.
