Third Response Post Assignment

Since we are continuing our discussion of comics and illustration, your third response post will incorporate a webcomic of your own making. This does not mean that you will have to draw, though you are welcome to do so. 

Your Response Post must touch on at least one of the following:

Much Ado About Nothing (play)

Much Ado About Nothing (film)

Much Ado About Nothing (graphic novel)

Understanding Comics

You second Response Post must have:

· a creative and informative title.

· a webcomic of your own making

· a short paragraph describing what you intended to accomplish with your comic

Here are some prompts:

Prompt #1: Draw a webcomic (by hand or in an image manipulation program, like Photoshop, gimp or Paint) that somehow adapts Much Ado About Nothing. You can recreate a single scene or the entire plot  in miniature. You can try your hand at realistic representation or you can use stick figures. You can make abstract geometrical representations of characters and ideas from the play. Your methodology is up to you.

Prompt #2: Copy a page from either the Much Ado About Nothing GN or McCloud's Understanding Comics. Manipulate this page in some way to produce a “new” one-page comic. (Options include changing the order of panels, replacing all the dialogue, adding color to a black and white page, etc.) You can be high-tech (adjusting images in Photoshop or another program) or low-tech (remaking a page using scissors, paper, white-out, markers and glue) with this one.

Prompt #3: Use screen captures from the Brannagh film to create your own photo comic. This photo comic would not need to retell the story of Shakespear's play.
