From your syllabus: The prospectus will function as a proposal written by you to the instructor that argues for approval of your Comparative Analysis. If your prospectus is not “approved” by the instructor, your Comparative Analysis will not be accepted. The purpose of this prospectus is to start you thinking beyond the level of the compare/contrast essay. Your prospectus should include (1) a list of the texts you plan to analyze, (2) an explanation of why you think the relationship between these two texts is significant, (3) a list of any secondary sources you plan to use and (4) a description of your strategy for your Comparative Analysis.

Remember to turn in:

· the 2 texts (or 2 excerpts from the same text) that you plan to use in your analysis.

· an explanation of why you think the relationship between these two texts is significant

· a list of the secondary sources you plan to use

· your strategy/“game plan” for examining the relationship between these two texts. How do you intend to investigate this relationship?

· your thesis for your Comparative Analysis, if you have developed a thesis. Please remember that you will not be bound to keep to this thesis when you turn in the final draft of your Comparative Analysis.

· your investigative question for your Comparative Analysis, if you have not developed a thesis. Basically, I want to know what you will be trying to learn in the course of your analysis.
