A Good Lecturer-TA always ...
· Starts the lecture with a friendly welcome.

· Spends time to go back and clarify key points.

· Allowes time for his/her students to think.

· Is a “moving target”.

· Builds on previous knowledge – links pectures.

· Respondes as soon as possible. (you can lose a few though!)

· Explains difficult “stuff” in a simple manner.

· Uses examples for definitions. (some before – a lot after!)

· Poses thought-provoking questions.

· Goes back and corrects general mistakes students do when he gets a chance.

· Has a happy smily face and good and “open” body – language.

· Repeats hard-notions. 

· Goes “slowly” in a quick way. 

· Presents short-cuts that apply to specific questions.

· Changes rythm, pitch of voice and intonation.

· Uses step-explanation in difficult exercises.

· Makes sure everybody gets the key points and later worry about the details.

· Explains clearly and completely.

· Keeps a good eye-contact.

· Poses rhetorical questions so that teh audience feels comfortable.(They have the illusion that given the time they can answer the question themselves.)

· Uses “semi-pauses” before an answer.

· Built’s up people’s interest by asking about the obvious

· Pushes student to think and create their own knowledge.

· Tries to involve at least ¾ of the audience.

· Uses “on the spot” feedback.

· Paraphrases himself/herself to explain if neaded.

· Does not change teachng style even when pressed by time.

· Has a good time budget.

· Jokes when appropriate, gets serious when appropriate.

· Imposses himself/herself.

· Uses “tricks” in order to get extra time and attention.

· Finishes when time ends.
